Homework. Homework in French will be easily accomplished. All it takes is a little routine and a little discipline. There will be weekly vocabulary assigned. The weekly vocabulary needs to be gone over at home (or on the bus, or in the lunch time, or while you are brushing your teeth). I recommend a minimum of two times a week. It is helpful to make flashcards, and it will not be required every time, however, recommended for test practice.

Lecture: Students will be expected to listen carefully. Notes are to be taken when material is written on the board of overhead and most likely through power point presentations. This is especially important during grammar explanations. At this time, no talking is allowed. Students must raise hands to ask or answer questions. 

Discussion: Students have to raise hands to speak so that every student can be heard. Students will not talk while another person is talking.
Participation: This is the most important part of my class. I cannot stress enough the importance of using our class time to interact and progress in French. It may be intimidating, but remember we are all here to learn from each other. You must be respectful and courteous while others are speaking the language. It is difficult and frustrating learning a new language so please do not mock or humiliate other students. I want each student to feel comfortable in our classroom, so be considerate.
Team Work: In our classroom, community students will be expected to work with everyone, not just their good friends. We will frequently work in pairs or teams. I will arrange some groups, and at other times, you will be able to form your own group. 

Independent Work: Students will be asked to complete classroom assignments. When you enter the room there will be a “DIN,” or daily warm-up to complete. We will go over this everyday. This activity helps students to activate their prior knowledge.

Cheating and Plagiarism: All students must do their own work in and outside of class. Online translators do not detect the complexities of another language, and I will be able to tell if you use one. Use your French dictionary to help you, and ask questions!!!

Passes: Students are expected to use time between classes to use the restroom and go to their lockers. Students will not be allowed to return to their lockers once they have entered the classroom. Students should only leave the room in urgent or emergency situations. No passes are to be given the first 10 minutes as well as last 10 minutes of class. Only one student will be allowed to leave the room at a time. 
Cleaning the Room: It is our responsibility to make sure that the classroom is as "neat" as it can possibly be! At the end of class, scan your area. Pick up any trash you find, whether it is yours or not, and dispose of it in the trashcan as you exit the room. You will not be dismissed until your area is clean. No food, beverages, or candy will be allowed in the classroom. Also, rearrange classroom furniture neatly as it was when you entered the classroom. 
School Expectations: According to the student handbook, students may not have backpacks or coats in class or electronic devices, food, etc. These expectations will be enforced for students’ safety and their well-being.
