*You are expected to participate daily. Attendance and participation are very important for successful language learning and for developing fluency. Class participation activities include engagement in verbal practices, reviews, games, rotations, conversations and other activities aimed at building verbal fluency and listening comprehension. You cannot engage in these important in-class activities if you are absent from class and there is no substitution for them.  NO credit will be given to absent students for non-engagement in these types of in-class activities whether absence is excused or unexcused. Doing your best to complete all assignments correctly, practicing, studying for unit assessments, and participating in all class activities is the best way to succeed in this class and the best way to becoming fluent.

Homework/Class work points: Homework is the best way to reinforce what we do in class and will be assigned at least ones a week.  Homework is due at the start of the next class period.  When class work or homework is gone over in class, prior to collecting, students are expected to make corrections to their work and expected to ask questions for clarification and comprehension before assignment is collected for credit.  Assignment is expected to be complete and correct.  Assignments left in lockers, at home, in cars or any such places are late.  Assignments must be totally completed and corrected to earn credit.  Points on daily work and homework will usually be as follows:  

Cheating: I would suggest not using online translation sites or other devices that translate entire sentences, passages, and paragraphs. It appears that such a site or device to complete an assignment or project will not help you or probably give you the wrong translation. Students caught cheating on class work, homework, quiz, test, or project will receive a zero. If assignment is a group project, all members are responsible for the grade. If the assignment is a group project, make sure all members participate in the written portion of assignment/project so that all members are aware of what is being used and turned in for the written credit.  Any student, who cheats during an exam or copies homework, class work, a project, etc, will receive a zero. Parent/guardian will be contacted.  I follow the procedures for reporting academic misconduct and support the consequences as detailed in the Nottingham High School Integrity Policy. 
CLASSROOM EXPECATATIONS: 

1) Be respectful toward classmates and teacher.

2) Be in assigned seat, with supplies—binder, agenda, writing utensil—and ready to work when the bell rings. 

3) Stay in seat until I dismiss you, after the bell.

4) Food and beverages are to be consumed outside the classroom. 

5) Profanity, racial and ethnic slurs/intimidation will not be tolerated.  Expect a call home and referral to administration.

6) Keep cell phones, pagers, or music players invisible.  They are not to be out, seen or heard while in the classroom. 
BATHROOM PASSES:  Students have to use the bathroom one at the time. No pass will be given the first and last 10 minutes of the class. 

ABSENCES: Your success in foreign language is dependent upon you being in class. 

Unexcused absences receive a zero for all class work, homework, tests, quizzes, projects due that day with no opportunity for makeup.  Work turned in for credit with no name will receive a grade of zero and/or missing assignment.  

Tardiness: When you come in late, you are putting yourself at a disadvantage because you have missed information given at the beginning of class. You are also disrupting the learning of the other students in class. We will follow the AHS tardiness policy.

Excused absences: If you have an EXCUSED absence on a quiz or test date, your test or quiz will be in the academic center for you to take on the day you return. It is YOUR responsibility to make arrangements with me regarding a time and date to make test or quiz. Quizzes or tests not taken within the time limit assigned by teacher upon your return to school after an EXCUSED absence will be given a zero.  Homework for excused absences must be turned in upon return unless arrangements are made in writing with the teacher.
